Welcome
These words come from Isaiah, fast on the heels of his great vision of 
God in chapter 6 of his book.  He saw God clearly . . . he saw himself 
clearly .  .  .  he knew God’s  cleansing .  .  .  clearly .  .  .  he offered 
himself to God’s purposes and this was the direction that he received:

He said, “Go and tell this people:
“‘Be ever hearing, but never understanding;

be ever seeing, but never perceiving.’
Make the heart of this people calloused;

make their ears dull
and close their eyes.

Otherwise they might see with their eyes,
hear with their ears,

understand with their hearts,
and turn and be healed.” 

Translation . . . we just don’t get it despite all the exposure to the 
truth of God.  We hear it but don’t understand it . . . we see it but 
don’t have a clue what it means.

And  there  are  a  plethora  of  alternate  answers  and  options  in  our 
world today.  We can “mix ‘n match”.  People do it  all  the time. 
Indiscriminately we take what we like from one belief system and 
match it with something we like from another.  Functionally, we have 
come to the place where we really don’t think that it matters what we 
believe.  The Bible is a good idea at best.  We check it with the same 
sort of devotion that we would our horoscope in the morning papers. 
Sometimes it’s amusing, coincidentally accurate, piques our interest 
but it doesn’t change the way that we see or live life.

Is there absolute truth?  Is there right that is always right and wrong 
that  is  always  wrong?   Is  everything  relative,  situational  or 
subjective?

The overwhelming answer in today’s world is “yes”.

Some remaining vestige early life learning wants to protest and say 
that there is absolute truth.  But that will cost us something brothers 
and sisters.  If there is absolute truth it will impact the way that we 
live every single day and if it doesn’t there is a problem.  You see, “If  
what you believe makes no difference, then it  makes no difference  
what you believe.” (KI)
