I t doesn’t matter what | believe as long as | am truly sincere

about it.”
Now there’s a “True[ish]” statement for you.
I sincerely want this one to be true.

As | think about people that | have met from different faiths, | am
somewhat shamed. | am shamed by Jehovah’s Witnesses who
are sincere enough about their beliefs that they spend countless
hours knocking on doors, experiencing rejection repeatedly. Bad
enough to experience polite rejection . . . | am sure that much of it
is not polite.

I am shamed by the Mormon missionary, many times a young
person, who gives a year or more of his/her life in the interests of
what they believe. It is a denominational expectation and most
acquiesce.

I am shamed by the Muslim who stops to pray three times a day .
. . ho matter where he/she is and what he/she is doing. So many
of us go days without praying and when we do, we choke out
some short tinder-dry phrase or two that is more of an affront to
God than a delight.

I am shamed by the non-churchgoer who gives 2.6% of his/her
income away each year simply because of compassion for some
cause . . . shamed because the average Christian, having
experienced the limitless grace of God, manages a marginal 0.4%
more and calls it worship. | wonder what we are worshipping.

The world is full of sincere people who are banking on sincerity
to be sufficient. | want sincere people to make it . . . but will
they? And what about us? What are we sincerely trusting? That
God will wink at our spiritual complacency because He is good?

This morning we’ll give our thoughts to this matter of sincerity.
Is it really enough? Can we actually even claim sincerity?

I believe that God is stirring the hearts of our people to seek Him
with a greater hunger, intensity and intentionality that we ever
have before as individuals or as a congregation. Can you sense
that “stirring” . . . can you hear His whispers?
