The Insular Impossiblity

Welcome

Monasticism in church history was a blend of devotion to
God, and withdrawal from the sinful influence of a secular
world system. It fostered the development, through
spiritual discipline, of a heart given over solely to the
pursuit of God and a type of quarantined purity.

We could benefit from the impact of people given over to
God and intentionally deepening their relationship with
Him. Over all, 1 would have to say that the Church is
“wanting” in this area.

We have also separated ourselves from the system of the
world. Not particularly because we want to be pure, many
times simply because we don’t want to be bothered. In
many ways we have joined the Levite and the priest in the
busyness of their religious ways and we simply pass by,
thanking God that one in three, other than me, may be
called to the Samaritan roadside assistance ministry.

But religion is merely and functionally, another secular
notion.

And we have this new “True[ish]” idea also . . . the topic of
today’s message. A person can in effect be a “saintly
sinner” by self-contained disobedience. In other words . . .
if | do things that don’t hurt others, it doesn’t matter what
wrong | do.

Do you think that’s actually possible?

We’re going to look into the Book together today to see if
God has anything to say about that. Be careful when you
pick it up and you open it. A closed, dust-covered Bible
never cuts anyone . . . it never interferes with your plans . . .
it never disrupts your comfort or convenience. But if you
pick it up and open it, you will get cut . . . it will mess with
your heart . . . it will change the world that you see around
you as it changes your very being.

Grab those books . . . let’s go!!! CHARGE!!!
