Welcome

You won'’t like this.

Every once in a while | encounter someone who tells me that they
are not a reader. Personally | think that reading is to the mind
what exercise is to the body. Without exercise the body
atrophies.

So does the mind.

The bad news, the mind needs not only to read words but also to
work, to grasp, to comprehend, to mull over various ideas and
concepts. | love fiction but it’s mind candy. Better than not
reading at all . . . for sure. If | didn’t discipline myself, that’s all
that | would read.

I think of Mrs. Cochrane as | write this today. Ninety-six years
young and a voracious reader for most of her life . . . the body is
wearing and she is fighting her physical battles these days but she
is a warrior.

And if you are leading, you have to be reading. If you are leading
in the church you need to be reading about the church. If you
want to understand what is happening on the spiritual landscape,
these days, it takes more than attending church . . . there needs to
be an understanding. There is a larger picture, of which we are a
part and people who will not exercise their minds will not have an
impact on the world, the mission field around them.

Someone has said that failure to read is a chosen form of
illiteracy.

Paul wrote to Timothy, “Study to shew thyself approved unto
God, a workman that needeth not to be ashamed, rightly dividing
the word of truth.” !

We are beginning a new series today called, “Practical Atheist”.
It repeatedly asks the question, “Are you who you say you are?”
Anyone can make a profession of faith. The reality however is
not in what we say; it is in the way that we choose to live. There
are people who profess a belief in God but the functional reality
is that there is incongruence between lips and life.

Living out the life of Christ requires an understanding of what
that life is all about and what God requires of each of us who call
ourselves Christians.
