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PRACTICAL ATHEIST
EARTHQUAKE IN LAODICEA

Welcome

Rev. 3:15-17,19

"I know all the things you do, that you are neither hot nor cold. |
wish that you were one or the other! But since you are like
lukewarm water, neither hot nor cold, I will spit you out of my
mouth! You say, 'l am rich. | have everything | want. | don't
need a thing!" And you don't realize that you are wretched and
miserable and poor and blind and naked...l correct and discipline
everyone | love. So be diligent and turn from your indifference."”

Thirty-Five years before these words were penned, there
was a huge earthquake near the city of Laodicea, and destroyed
the city. Laodicea was also the wealthiest of the seven major
cities; known for banking and wool industries and also a medical
school that produced eye ointment. Much like the earthquake in
Haiti, people’s lives were ruined, buildings and homes destroyed.
Thirty-five years later and the city was back on its feet still the
wealthiest city.

Laodicea had many benefits of living there but they
always had a problem with their water. An aqueduct was built
and brought water into the city from hot springs outside the city.
By the time the water reached the city, it was neither hot nor
cold...it was lukewarm. Even though they had been through all
that pain and suffering thirty-five years before, they found
themselves as lukewarm in their relationship with Christ, as the
water that came into the city.

Currently, in North America, we are some of the richest
people in the world...we don't need anything! | believe one of the
most prominent reasons why people don't follow Christ with a
whole heart is because the climate of the church is nothing better
than lukewarm. Lukewarm Christians are not new; they have
been around for centuries. Does lukewarm Christian seem like an
oxymoron to you? Can you really put those two words in the
same sentence?

Just like the Lord said to the Church in Ephesus, we
need to get back to our First Love...the love for Christ that was
our motivation for everything. If we continue to live like
oxymorons, the world will continue to see empty religion instead
of a growing relationship. The Lord went on to say in
Revelation 3:20, "Look! | stand at the door and knock. If you
hear my voice and open the door, I will come in". Will we
continue to keep Christ on the other side of the door? Or will we
let Him in, so he can re-arrange our world?
